mont Abbey, the first such colldggsed center in the nation. Since announcing this goal we have
received commitments of $130,000 from 25 councils. My hat is off to those men and councils that
have contributed to this goal. My plea is for the rest of you to take prompt action to make this

goal a reality. As North Carolina Knights we have been called to support the Room At The Inn
Capital Campaign in their fight for each and every baby. This is a noble cause that will provide a
highly visible and comprehensive solution for women.

Let me share with you why we chose to support

e Since 1994 over 3,800 women have received their support. Without Room At the Inn, many of
those women would have aborted their babies.

e Collegeage women are at the highest risk of having an abortion. Our commitment to them
will build a ministerial presence on campus to address this risk.

e Room At The Inn is a nationally recognized organization that is financially sound, profession-
ally managed and has consistently received clean external audit examinations.

e Room At The Inn has raised 50% of the capital funds required to complete the building and
the Monks of Belmont Abbey have graciously donated the land for this building. Our unified com-
mitment of $1 million will allow them to start building immediately.

e By donating $1 million or more, The Knights of Columbus will win the naming rights for the
buil ding and, if successful, we will name i t:
